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SYLLABUS
This practice study in the Corporate Finance subject targets the following specific professional skills to be acquired during a three week time period and 90 hours: the basic use and practical application of the concepts and principles that fundament the practices in the corporate financial planning, accounting and capital-raising; to operate with the financial management tools used by the financial department of a company; to analyze financial decisions in practice, based on various investment criteria; to compute and register the depreciation of fixed assets and deal with inventory management issues; to understand the financial statements and results of a company.

Basically this subject is meant to get the students the fundamental practical knowledge in the Corporate Finance domain. As such, after following this internship, the students will be able:

 1. to apply and to evaluate the basic concepts and modern principles of corporate finance.

 2. to rationalize corporate finance decisions and to analyze the firm’s investment decisions.

 3. to compute and register the depreciation of fixed assets and to deal with supply chain management issues.

 4. to examine the financial statements of a company and their implications for the value of the company.

The practice study in a corporation assumes interactive approaches on behalf of the tutor, discussions based on the Corporate Finance course, practical examples of implemented financial projects and investments and the financial aspects concerning them. Furthermore, students will have to deal with practical examples and case studies on the depreciation of fixed assets and supply chain management issues, applications and simulations regarding the capital raising methods, the practical analysis of financial statements in a corporation.
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
