Korean Language Program

Dongguk University Korean Language and Education Center offers Korean Language Classes for foreign students. The course is pretty
intensive which is held for 10 weeks (4hours every day). The tuition fees are originally KRW1,550,000 per quarter, but we give a 90%
discount for exchange students.

Korean Language Program is very intensive course having very heavy work load so, it is not recommendable for the students who are
non-major. If student wish to learn Basic Korean as an elective, we stronly recommend to take courses from General Education sector.(3
credit course, 3 hours/week)

Health Insurance

It is required for exchange student to register health insurance in their home country and send a copy of the policy showing his/her name
before their arrival. The documents must be accompanied with an English translation if it is not in English. The insurance plan should
cover the medical expenses of death occurrences or getting handicapped.
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
